PARENTS’ CHECKLIST

WELCOME TO RICHARDSON SOCCER ASSOCIATION

TEAM ASSIGNMENT:

If your child is a new member, or a player transferring to a different team, you will be contacted by the coach of your assigned team as soon as possible after teams are built. 

(Dates for team formation vary depending on the season and are indicated on the enclosed RSA calendar).

TEAM MEETING: 

Your coach will contact you concerning a Coach/Player Meeting. This meeting should include the following:


Determine team name and colors, if team is a new team.  ( New U/5 & U6 players will receive T-shirts for uniform jersey.)


Determine practice dates and times.


Decide on a team parent. ( Each team should have at least one team parent. Duties include establish a phone committee to contact players regarding practice and schedule changes, help with drink schedule, and help distribute paperwork). A TEAM PARENT IS A TREMENDOUS HELP TO A COACH...PLEASE VOLUNTEER!


Discuss any dates your child may not be able to attend a game. (It is very important that you let your coach know any dates that your child cannot attend a game. This information helps the coach in determining player substitutions and rotations).

DURING THE SEASON:

Make sure that your child is at practice on time and is picked up on time.

If your child cannot attend a practice, please notify the coach 24 hours in advance, if possible. (Remember that practices are very important and are used to teach your child the game of soccer).

If your child cannot attend a game, or will be late, NOTIFY YOUR COACH AS SOON AS POSSIBLE!

Make sure to bring drinks on your assigned days. If you cannot attend, it is your responsibility to change dates with another parent or have someone bring the drinks for you. 

GAME DAYS:

Help the coach put up or take down the nets. 

You must remain at least 3 feet from the sideline and not go beyond 10 yards from either side of the mid-field line and will not be permitted in the area behind the goals or along the goal lines.

If you are unhappy with a referee, linesperson, or opposing coach/ players, DO NOT DIRECT

any words or actions towards them.  Inform your coach. You are expected to behave in a POSITIVE manner and set an example of SPORTSMANSHIP for the players.
